
Buckeye Area Chapter
History

The Buckeye Area Chapter of the American Association for Medical Transcription – AAMT (changed to Association for Healthcare Documentation Integrity – AHDI) had its informational meeting on 7/28/1981. The informational meeting seminar was held in Lima, Ohio, on 10/24/1981, and there were 10 to 20 medical transcriptionists present.

The chapter had the usual growing pains, especially with the chapter newsletter, and continued with 10 to 20 medical transcriptionists at each meeting. Four medical transcriptionists from Dayton joined the chapter in October 1982 and soon Children’s Medical Center in Dayton sponsored the first chapter meeting.

By early 1986, the chapter had become smaller and speakers were becoming difficult to schedule. We considered changing to every other month, and then the idea of requesting of  AAMT if we could change the location of the chapter to Dayton surfaced. This was approved, and the official move happened in June 1986. The chapter grew again, and we met five times a year, offering a total of 10 continuing education credits each year. The Cincinnati chapter eventually folded and merged with the Buckeye Chapter in March 1992.

The chapter had its first symposium on 10/21/1989. This was a big undertaking , and we learned a lot about planning. The next symposium was two years later, and we learned even more about planning. We have had seminars every two years since then which became more and more successful. Several symposia were held at former Days Inn by the Dayton Mall and two symposia were held at the Holiday Inn near the Dayton Mall. In 2001 we changed the date of the symposium from October to May, and this was held at Good Samaritan Hospital in Cincinnati, Ohio. The symposia have meant a lot of hard work, but we have always had fun. We have appreciated the camaraderie in the chapter and have always looked forward to meeting more and more transcriptionists from neighboring states.

The Buckeye Area Chapter of AHDI has continued to grow and welcome new members. We believe networking and learning from one another will make us stronger in an ever-changing healthcare industry. We have changed with the times – now offering webinar meetings and educational sessions to complement the face-to-face meetings and symposia. We are proud of our profession and of our devotion to continuing education and to our members.
